Have brain to look at on smart board- “What does this part do?” (repeat for a few parts).

Show the brains around to everyone on the floor- just looking, no touching.

Dissect part of one of the brains and put it under the digital microscope.

Do a Y chart as a whole group about the brains we've just seen, and the one we've seen up on the screen.

Finish up. In classes students can look at a brain in more detail and up close. Cover brains in plastic bags so that the kids can feel that it is soft and squishy.

See if the kids can add any more to the Y chart.
