Talk to the kids about their brains- what do we use them for, what do they look like?

Prompt them by asking them, “Does our brain look like... a tomato?” repeat with other vegies/ objects.

When asking them “What do we use our brain for?” ask them if we are using it now. What for? Do we use it when we sleep? etc.

Get them to close their eyes and think about their brain and what it might look like. Use probing questions like, “Where is your brain in your body?” “With your eyes closed, touch the part of your body where your brain is”. etc.

Get them to go over and draw their brains at the tables. Have the tables already set up with A4 paper and lead pencils, not any other pencils. 

Remind them that the very first thing they need to do is right their name on their work.

Get them to draw their brain.


Keep everything moving and ask a variety of people to answer questions- don't just focus on 'good' people, or people who will answer correctly.
a4 paper, lead pencils- sharpened.
Early finishers can read a book.
Collect to analyse for 'before and afters' of the brain.
